Raw baby would like him more masculine throughout, head has a soft expression,
stands tidy in front, firm feet good depth to body & width of thighs, moved fairly
accurately, no drive on the move.

Immature boy more masculine in head than 1st dark eye, good bone & feet, upright
in shoulder, well ribbed, needs to level in topline, rather leggy, tidy front action
moving very close behind.
